We have a text messaging service available at East Linton Surgery to send out reminders for appointments, invite patients to make appointments, to advertise vaccination clinics (for example; flu clinics) and also to gather information (for example; smoking status).  There are also options to reply via text to cancel appointments and respond to specific questions.
Under new Data Protection Legislation, we are now required to obtain explicit consent from our patients in order for us to provide this service.

If you wish to receive text messages from the Surgery and use this service, please provide us with your name, date of birth and mobile telephone number and sign and date below.

Please note that children over the age of 12 need to give their own consent for text messages to be sent to a number of their choice. We can send messages for children under the age of 12 to a parents mobile, but messages will be stopped following their 12th birthday until we receive consent from them.
